MacDill AFB’s annual celebration of the nation’s great heri-
tage of liberty and justice for all began May 1. Team MacDill 
spent the whole month of May honoring Law Day.

Law Day had its origin in 1957, when American Bar Associa-
tion President Charles S. Rhyne envisioned a special day for cel-
ebrating our legal system.  On Feb. 3, 1958, President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower established Law Day by issuing a Proclamation.  

Originally established in 1958 by President Dwight D. Eisen-
hower and officially designated by joint resolution of Congress in 
1961, Law Day is an opportunity for Americans to reflect upon 
the legal ties that bind.

According to American Bar Association.net, 2009 marks the 
bicentennial of the birth of Abraham Lincoln, regarded by many 
as our nation’s greatest and most eloquent president. Lincoln, 
who devoted much of his adult life to the practice of law, was the 
quintessential American lawyer-president. His background in 
the law informed both his actions and his oratory.

This year’s theme commemorates President Lincoln—A Lega-
cy of Liberty.

“The Law Day theme for 2009 was Legacy of Liberty – Cel-
ebrating Lincoln’s Bicentennial,” said Lt. Col. Martin Mitchell,  
6th AMW Judge Advocate. “This year marks the bicentennial of 
the birth of Abraham Lincoln, regarded by many as our nation’s 
greatest and most eloquent president; Lincoln, who devoted 
much of his adult life to the practice of law, was the quintessen-
tial American lawyer-president.”  

The 6th Air Mobility Wing Staff Judge Advocate’s office and 
the 6th Security Forces Squadron put on several events to honor 
Law Month.
